[bookmark: _GoBack]	My aim in this study is to provide a classification of geographic categories according to their function in the anti-globalization activist press. A hypothesis may be formulated that geographical references play several crucial roles in the movement for which the dichotomy between the global and local is of central importance. I have chosen the Slovak case due to the expected fragmentary results. The position of Slovakia at the turn of the millennium was neither in the core nor in the periphery of the capitalist world-system. Based in the successor country of the former Czechoslovakia, Slovak anarchists saw themselves of course as a part of the above-mentioned planetary movement, but they maintained particularly strong links with activists from the Czech lands.[footnoteRef:1] Some articles in the activist press issued in Slovakia were edited in the Czech language and the relatively free interchangeable language strategies were also documented among the Czech activists.[footnoteRef:2] Other specificities were due to the postsocialist context. The first decade after the fall of the bureaucratic socialist regimes meant also unprecedented geographical openness for both successor countries of the former Czechoslovakia and it was in particular the youngest activist generation who benefited from this openness. On the other hand, postsocialist context also equated with fervent anticommunism even among many of the activists who would probably consider themselves being a part of the Left elsewhere in the world.
