At first sight, many features that Said found from a western point of view as typically oriental correspond to the way in which Kihlman in some cases views the Argentinians. Already as an Argentinian young artist he is sufficiently exotic. One of the first commentaries concerning Juan is: 0 Although it is a positive view, the colonial stereotype is unquestionable.
Said mentions e.g. “unkindness to animals“ as a typical feature for Orientals (38); the author feels sick when his Argentinian companions run a dog over during a car journey and are not at all upset by this accident (25). The Orientals are considered to be lazy, according to Said (345). Also Kihlman’s characters may act in a similar way: Juan claims that his hands are those of an artist, not created for hard work. He prefers to work as a taxi boy rather than in a factory, since a factory job is so little paid that it never can cover one’s basic expenses (cf. 28, 123, 132). The Argentinians do not watch films in a sophisticated intellectual way as the author does, but naively (215), which corresponds to Said’s observation that according to the Orientalists the Orientals are childlike (40). The Oriental exoticism (Said 290) and fatalism (Said 345) can be seen in the mystical and magic way, in which things in Argentina sometimes happen: ghosts have been seen and everybody is convinced of their existence (89–91, 262).
Stressing conformity and not having any individuality (Said 48, 287) can be seen in the way how an Argentinian football match is described (206). The flood of people in the streets of Buenos Aires is endless (54, 114, 164–5), and the masses of human beings, in which the events are taking place lead to a certain collectivism in thinking that is by Kihlman described as the opposite of the loneliness, preferred by himself and people in Finland.
