ROYAL GENEROSITY
[bookmark: _GoBack]The types of goods that were circulating as royal gifts during the Middle Kingdom were relatively consistent. Statues inscribed for high officials and produced in royal workshop(s) are known throughout the Twelfth Dynasty. Some of them could be even manufactured in-series and assigned to a particular recipient only after their completion.  These gifted sculptures are stated to be placed in cultic installations (e.g. royal funerary temples, Karnak, Abydos) and their donation was usually accompanied by assignation of corresponding offerings for their cult.  Statues thus represented an (ideally) eternal benefit for the recipient. Also the gold and items made of precious metals, belong among relatively frequent gifts. It was usually given as the so-called Gold of Honour (nbw n Hs.wt), eventually provided in/as favour as (m Hs.wt). In addition, like in annals the majority of those receiving the gold were participating in expeditions.  On the other hand, donations of lands, servants or other agricultural goods are not well attested in the Twelfth Dynasty outside of the annals. However, they do appear in earlier documents and in the literature (see below).
To sum up, the royal gifts played a role in the discourse conceived to create and perpetuate the King’s reputation. The provided goods, of diverse nature, can be classified in just two type-groups: means of production and luxuries. In addition, some of the luxuries (statues, with assigned offerings) were intended to benefit the receiver for the eternity. Even as the top-most person in the ancient Egyptian society, the King considered important to present himself as being generous not only to the highest elites, whose loyalty he needed to ensure, but also to relatively lower ranking persons, if they served him well. The reasons for individual bestowals are not always stated. Several gifts were meant as rewards for the fulfilment of royal commissions. These were collectively designed as Hs.wt, which could be, based on the context, translated as rewards. Other gifts, namely statues with assigned offerings, were donated without a reason given. This does not necessarily mean, their bestowals were completely arbitrary, the Kings’ potential motives (affection, ensuring the loyalty of persons who were the key for particular royal policy, type of reward) are simply not known.
