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Abstract
The three years excavation of the settlement of Yurta-Stroyno focused on uncovering foundation walls of a five-room house, located at the south-western edge of the settlement. The house was placed nearby Dereorman River and in recent history it was looted by the treasure hunters. Both these elements influenced its current state of preservation, hindering its proper investigation and interpretation. Nevertheless, still abundant information could have been obtained from the house foundations itself, from the anthropogenic material associated with it, as well as from the behaviour of the looters. This article brings together several already published excavation reports to offer final interpretation of the uncovered structure and its approximate chronology.
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Introduction
The investigation of the settlement of Yurta-Stroyno took place in years 2014–2016 as a part of Yurta-Stroyno Archaeological Project (SAP). The settlement itself was badly damaged in past by the looters and due to its remoteness, the illegal excavations are still progressing. Consequently, the whole area of the settlement is covered by ditches and piles of soil and stones, suggesting heavy damage of the prime contexts. Bearing in mind possible difficulty with the stratigraphy, we have chosen for the excavation an area with visible part of a wall, which was uncovered by the looters at the south-western edge of the settlement, nearby the Dereorman River. This selection guaranteed at least some results – identification and description of solid architecture connected to rural settlement in Roman Thrace which, from the area of middle stream of the Tundzha River, has not yet been published. The selection proved to be correct, and a five-room house with courtyard on the north was uncovered in course of the three-year project. The individual rooms were marked by A–E from the west to east, and they were gradually excavated together with the surrounding area, especially north of the house, where a courtyard has been detected. The excavation started from the Room C, whose southern foundation wall was the one visible in terrain before the excavation.
